Two hundred 
local children model the fashions, with lively commentary and music creating a memorable 
experience for girls and their guests.

Attendees see 
historical fashions of the popular American Girl characters, Felicity, Josefina, Kirsten, Addy, 
Samantha, Kit, and Molly.  Other featured fashions include American Girl's line of hip, casual wear 
which reflect the many interests of today's contemporary girls.  Finally, for the littlest American Girl 
fans, models will showcase sweet, dress-like-your-doll outfits from the Bitty Baby line.
