With an average 
membership of 100 women, each year The Saturday Club raises approximately $70,000 
and works a thousand volunteer hours for area charities.  A few of the organizations 
benefiting from The Saturday Club’s work are: the Melmark School for children and 
adults with disabilities; Laurel House, a domestic abuse shelter; The Women’s Resource 
Center for women dealing with life altering issues; and Dragonfly Forest, a camp for 
children with chronic or life threatening illnesses. 
  
The Saturday Club, founded in 1886, is the oldest women’s club in Pennsylvania and its 
Clubhouse, built in 1898, is on the National Register of Historic Places.
