The Saturday Club is proud to continue in its long-standing tradition of hosting Cotillion 
classes. Today's Cotillion can be defined as "a group of young people assembled together 
to develop, respect, and appreciate their role in society through dance and social etiquette 
education."  Mrs. Donald Best, beloved Cotillion instructor, is dedicated to educating 
students in communication, manners and social etiquette skills that will aide them today 
and into their future.  
 
The Saturday Club of Wayne, PA is a women’s organization dedicated to providing 
philanthropic support to charitable organizations in the greater Philadelphia area, with 
both financial contributions and with volunteer service hours.  With an average 
membership of 100 women, each year The Saturday Club raises approximately $120,000 
and works a thousand volunteer hours for area charities.  Last year the Club donated 
money to the following organizations:  Dragonfly Forest, Baker Industries, Kids Smiles 
Inc., Fresh Air Fund, Family Support Services, Children’s Village, T/E Cares, Kyle’s

The Saturday Club, founded in 1886, is the oldest women’s club in Pennsylvania and its 
Clubhouse, built in 1898, is on the National Register of Historic Places.  Proceeds from 
the Cotillion Classes benefit The Saturday Club’s Philanthropy Grants.
